CONNECT TIME
If you could visit anywhere in the world, where would you want to go? 

THE BIG QUESTION  (TO DISCUSS IN YOUR KDG’S)

1. What is the kingdom of heaven or the kingdom of God? 

The Kingdom of God is God’s rule over all of creation and the universe. Different 
versions of the Bible call it the “kingdom of God” or “kingdom of heaven”, it means 
the same thing. When God is the King of our hearts, the kingdom of God is within 
each one of us. You can’t see it, you can’t touch it. It is ever so real and is like a 
valuable treasure within us! Matthew 13:44 (NIV) “The kingdom of heaven is like 
treasure hidden in a field. When a man found it, he hid it again, and then in his joy 
went and sold all he had and bought that field.”

2. What did Jesus say about the kingdom of heaven?

Read Matthew 13:44 (NIV) “The kingdom of heaven is like treasure hidden in a field. 
When a man found it, he hid it again, and then in his joy went and sold all he had 
and bought that field.” In this parable, Jesus shows us that the kingdom of heaven 
is precious and to be valued.  Read Matthew 13:31-32 (NIV) He told them another 
parable: “The kingdom of heaven is like a mustard seed, which a man took and 
planted in his field. Though it is the smallest of all seeds, yet when it grows, it is the 
largest of garden plants and becomes a tree, so that the birds come and perch in its 
branches.”  In this parable, Jesus shows us that the kingdom of heaven is precious 
and to be valued. 

3. How do we belong to the kingdom of God? 

When we make God the king in our life, we are part of God’s kingdom. We are family, 
God is the father and we are His children. All who believe are part of God’s kingdom. 
Ephesians 2:19 (NIV) “Consequently, you are no longer foreigners and strangers, but 
fellow citizens with God’s people and also members of his household”. We belong to 
the kingdom of God.

BIG PICTURE: PARABLES

At the conclusion of this lesson children will: 
•	 Learn what the kingdom of God is.
•	 Know that we belong to the kingdom of God. 
•	 Discover the parables Jesus told that teach us 

what God’s kingdom is like.

ACTIVITY SHEETS 	 						    
Children complete the activity sheets in this time. 

THE BIG ACTIVITY
Purpose: For children to be reminded that they belong to the kingdom of God.

Directions: Give each child an ‘I belong to the kingdom of God’ photo frame printed 
from the print material files. Help them to colour it in and stick a magnet on the 
back. Children can take their photo frame home and stick a picture of themselves in 
the centre, to remind them that they belong to the Kingdom of God.

Explanation: In God’s kingdom there is no divide between country, colour, age 
or gender. We are family, God the father and we are His children. All who believe 
are part of God’s kingdom. Ephesians 2:19 (NIV) “Consequently, you are no longer 
foreigners and strangers, but fellow citizens with God’s people and also members of 
his household”. I belong to the kingdom of God. 

BIG WORD
“And we know that the Son of God has come, and he has given us understanding so 
that we can know the true God.” 1 John 5:20a (NLT) 

Set the children the challenge to throw the ball into the net (or bucket). Each time 
the ball goes in they are awarded a word. Help the children to put the words into the 
correct order and repeat the verse aloud together a number of times. 

GAME
Back to Back Balloon Race

Have the children stand in pairs and line up at the starting line. Each pair stands 
back to back holding a balloon between them and keeping their hands on their hips. 
They race together to the finish line, if they drop their balloon they must go back to 
the start line and try again. The first pair to make it to the finish line are the winners.

PRAYER
Dear God, 

You are King of all creation. We belong to Your kingdom. Show us how to bring Your 
kingdom here on earth so more people can know your goodness.
