THE BIG ACTIVITY 
Purpose: For the children to take home a reminder of what 
makes a person an unlikely hero and the Unlikely Heroes 
we’ve learned about. 
Directions: Give each child an ‘unlikely heroes poster’ to 
colour in. As they colour, talk about the different heroes and 
what we’ve learned from them. 
Explanation: Throughout the Bible God worked through 
unexpected people in incredible ways. You and I are just 
as unlikely and unexpected, just imagine what He can do 
through us!

BIG WORD      
“So go and make followers of all people in the world. Baptise 
them in the name of the Father and the Son and the Holy 
Spirit. Teach them to obey everything that I have taught 
you, and I will be with you always, even until the end of this 
age.” Matthew 28:19-20 (NCV)
Give each child a Big Word ‘people chain’ template. Help 
them to fold the paper and cut along the solid lines. Children 
can use pencils or markers to decorate their people chain. 

GAME 
Stop, Go! - Players line up along the edge of the play area. Set 
a finish line at the other end of the room. When you say “go”, 
the players must walk or hop on one foot (not run) towards 
the finish line. However, when you say “stop”, players must 
freeze. The first to reach the finish line is the winner and can 
be the next person to say, “stop” and “go”.
